Description: Common species in this ecosystem include: Gum Topped Box (Eucalyptus moluccana), 
Spotted Gum (Corymbia citriodora), Broad Leaved Ironbark (Eucalyptus fibrosa ssp 
fibrosa), Qld Blue Gum (Eucalyptus tereticornis),  Broad Leaved Spotted Gum (Eucalyptus 
henryii), Narrow Leaved Ironbark (Eucalyptus crebra), White Mahogany (Eucalyptus 
acmenoides) and Rusty Apple (Angophora leiocarpa).
